Persecution: Indian Christians

Over Easter weekend, in the Indian state of Odisha, a mob of
100 radical Hindu nationalists brutally beat 3 Christian families
and ransacked their houses while the Easter service was in
progress. The families were harassed for over an hour before
police arrived.

In the Chhattisgarh state of India, the dead body of a Christian
was kept unburied for 3 days. A anti-Christian mob said that
since he died as a Christian, they would not allow his burial as it
would defile Indian land. On the 3rd day, after multiple petition
letters and complaints, the body was taken 25 kilometers away
from the village and buried. “The family went through torture
and humiliation for 3 days. The Christians in the village face
social boycott for practicing Christian faith. They are really
tested, and they are treated as less than human,” a local
Christian said to International Christian Concern.
